vicinity of national institutes of repute, such as Indian Institute of Science, 

Institute of Wood Science & Technology, National Institute of Advanced 

Studies, Raman Research Institute and Central Power Research Institute. 

These acclaimed institutions serve as an ideal paradigm for mLAC on 

academic, scientific and other forefronts. Being located in the heart of 

Bangalore city, the institution is well connected. The various departments of 

the institution are spread over three floors with ICT enabled classrooms and 

labs. All the labs are adequately provided with ergonomically designed 

furniture and fixtures, equipment, lighting and ventilation, so as to facilitate 

students and teachers to work with ease.

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Brief History 

            Maharani Lakshmi Ammanni College for Women is the 

brainchild of the combined efforts of its founding fathers- Dr. 

K.N.V Sastri, a noted historian, and political thinker, Dr. M.N 

Mahadevan, a renowned doctor, and Sri. T.S Rajam, Chairman of the 

TVS Group of Companies. These illustrious citizens of Bangalore 

established the college in 1972, in response to the persistent demands 

of the residents of North Bangalore for an exclusive women’s college 

in their neighbourhood. 

Maharani Lakshmi Ammanni, after whom the college is named, is well 

known in history as the regenerator of the Wodeyar dynasty of 

Mysore. Born in 1742 and married to Krishnaraja Wodeyar II (1734-

66), she lived in one of the most turbulent times of South Indian 

history- during the reigns of Haidar Ali and Tippu Sultan. As the 

Regent Queen of Mysore from 1799 to 1810, she administered the 

state on behalf of the minor king Krishnaraja Wodeyar III, under the 

sovereignty of the English. Her extraordinary crisis-management 

skills, nation-building capabilities and sterling human qualities have 

inspired the vision and mission of the institution. By catering to the 

intellectual, physical, emotional and personal needs of our students, 

the college has inspired students to uphold the motto “Sheelam 

Parama Bhushanam”- Character is the highest virtue.

       Recognizing the genuine need to further the cause of women's 

education, Dr. K.N.V. Sastri (1895-1984), the founder director cum 

coordinator, a noted scholar, author and professor in the area of 

Indian History and Politics – envisioned an exclusive women's 

degree college in the northern part of Bangalore. The outcome of 

his dream was the establishment of MAHARANI LAKSHMI 

AMMANNI COLLEGE FOR WOMEN affiliated to Bangalore University 

with Dr.M.N.Mahadevan as the founder president, Shri. T.S. Rajam 

as the Vice President, with strength of just 12 girls.  

The vision of the mLAC Trust and the relentless efforts of the 

Principals and staff over the past five decades has steered the 

institution firmly towards the consolidation of the founder's dream. 

Today, the institution runs PUC, UG, PG and PhD programs and is 

ranked amongst the top colleges in Bangalore.

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KALAVIDHA AND RASIKA OF NATYASHASTRA 

Bharath is often known as the land of culture and heritage. The term ‘culture’ plays a very 

important role in shaping one’s life. So bharateeyas are found to practice atleast one kind of cultural arts 

that may be performing arts or visual arts. The category of Bhareteeya arts may several and different, 

but the principle behind all is the same. 

Natyashastra is one such treatise among many other Bharateeya Shastra, which explains that the 

basic foundations of the principles of the performing arts. The author is Bharathamuni, who has 

explained in detail, not only about the learning methods but also the pedagogy of dance, music and 

dance. He also emphasis on the impacts of performing arts on performer and the audience. 

The abstract of any bharateeya shastra is scripted in such a way that it suits the mindset of people 

in Satyayuga to that of the people in 21st century of Kaliyuga. 

This Natyashastra is written is Samskritam language in the form of shlokas, which emphasis on 

the responsibility, generally termed as ‘Dayitva’ of both the performer on the stage and the audience 

who will watch the performance. So these arts are just not for the purpose of entertainment but also to 

builds the bond between the Kalavidha and the Rasika  

Let us now about the kalavidha and his dayitva. The primary job of the kalavidha is to perform 

and convey the exact meaning of his presentation to the audience. The major job in his performance is 

to express the feel of the theme through expressions. But this meaning, can only expressed only if the 

kalavidha comprehends and experience the emotion behind the expressions. These expressions are 

called as ‘Abhinaya’, a result of emotions which is called as ‘Bhava’. Natyashastra focuses on Bhava and 

Rasikas. To achieve this, the Kalavida has to express his emotions through four different abhinayas that 

is termed as ‘Chaturvidhaabhinaya’- Angikaabhinaya, Vachikaabhinaya, Aaharyabhinaya and 

Satvikaabhinaya. Through these four dimensions the kalavidha has to express his theme of 

presentations. Expressions through body movements, the through Angas is Angikaabhinaya, likewise, 

expressions through verbal communication is called is Vaachikaabhinaya, the Aaharyaabhinaya is the 

makeup, looks, properties, stage, light, sound ornaments, jewels etc, all the components which enhance 

the other two abhinayas, called as ‘Aaharyabhinaya. And last, but the most significant form of abhinaya 

is ‘Sathvikaabhinaya’, which explains the ‘realness’ of abhinaya. The ‘Sath’ signifies the true, real with 

sustainability. 

The happiness is one which is everyone is in search of.  But again, that happiness is to be permanent 

and sustainable. If, and only if, the Kalavidha has attained permanent happiness through the emotions, 

he can express it truly to the audience, which also should make them happy and stay forever. This kind 

of happiness if, and only if, the Kalavidha has attained permanent happiness through the emotions, he 

can express it truly to the audience, which also should make them happy and stay forever. 
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This kind of happiness comes from the heart – the ‘Sat-Chit-Ananda’- Sachidaananda, the one happiness 

that can experienced by the individual who has attained it.  The abhinaya which is true and real is to 

expressed by the Kalavidha to make it experienced by the ‘Rasikas’ also. This is Satvikaabhinaya, the 

supreme abhinaya, that is not dramatic, that is not pressurized and is supported by other three 

abhinayas- Angika, Vachika and Satvika. Hence a kalavidha is just not a performer but one who is student 

always with thirst to attain the ways of doing Satvikaabhinaya, through years of practice by attaining 

‘Sath’. Therefore, bharateeya art is not just a course or a degree but a meditation with focus and vision 

and Sadhana. 

As discussed earlier, there is responsibility of Kalavidha and Rasika, the highlights on dayitva of a 

rasika is to be discussed. Rasika, is just not present for entertainement, but to comprehend the 

performance of the Kalavidha. For this, the audience should have receptivity to receive the abhinaya and 

attain the same bhava of emotions.  

In samskritam, ‘Rasa’ means chemical (hence chemistry is called as Raasayanashastra). We might 

wonder about the interconnection between Bhava, Chaturvidhaabhinaya and rasa with respect to 

Rasika. Biologically, emotions occur only when specific hormones are released in the body through the 

endocrine system. And the best example is the happy hormone is the ‘Endorphin’ which is release when 

one’s mental state is happy and calm. There are several other hormones released to attain the particular 

emotions such as love, laughter, anger, valour, fear, compassion, disgust and finally peace. When these 

emotions are expressed by the performer, the Rasika should be capable having these emotions through 

release of specific harmones called as Rasa. 

A rasika is the one just not an audience, but one who is able to comprehend the Sathvikaabhinaya 

and have the same Bhava as result of the Rasas, that are 9 Rasas - Navarasas Shrungara, Haasya, Veera, 

Roudra, Bhayanaka, Bheebatsya, Karuna and Shanta. These navarasas are signified to harmones but not 

emotions. So scientific!!! Isn’t it? If you are not a Kalavidha, you can also be a rasika to receive this bhava 

in you and be wonderful supporter of art. 

Kalavidha gives a bhava through abhinaya and rasika receives it through rasas. You might be a 

performer or an audience of the performance, you are connected with each other with Abhinayas and 

Navarasas through a thematic representation. A concert is just not a time-pass show or just for 

entertainment but this is the systematic way of designing the bond between the Kalavidha and Rasika 

in Natyashastra by Bharathamuni who existed several centuries ago in this land. If you don’t have a 

chance to perform as Kalavida be a ‘rasika’ to receive its essence.
